Feb 2011 Junior Church 

You may have heard that 2011 is the 
Year of the Bible.  This is because 400 
years ago, in 1611, the King James 
Version of the Bible was published.  
This was very significant because 
before this time very few people 
indeed had the opportunity to read 

the Bible in English.  From 1611 almost everybody could either read it or 
hear it being read in our own language.  Before then the Bible had mainly 
been read in Latin, a language that very few people could understand! 
 

Eleven years ago I spent a few weeks in The Gambia, a country in West 
Africa.  The local language of the people where I was living was called 
Manjako.  It was not a written language, only a spoken one.  So in 
services in the church, the Bible was read out in English and then 
translated by someone else into Manjako.  No one had a Manjako Bible 
to read.  While I was there, the first translations of some passages of the 
Bible into a written form of Manjako were beginning to appear.  This had

was the first time they had ever seen their own language written down 
and the first time they had been able to read the Bible in Manjako.  They 
were very excited.  It meant that now they could learn about Jesus in 
their own language.  They did not have to rely on other 
people any more.
